Academic Advising
through Academic
Success
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Stetson University employs a Faculty Advising model,
assigning each student to a faculty member in their field
of study. The Academic Success department's Advising
Support Team provides additional advising and student
support. The main objective is to empower students to
shape their academic journeys by identifying their
aspirations and the best paths to achieve their goals.

 Personalized advising helps students explore course
options and enhance their learning experiences within
the Stetson environment. Academic Advising services
are located in the Hollis Family Student Success Center
on the second floor of the DuPont Ball Library.
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Success Coaching

Success coaches help students with time management
and procrastination, reading and studying, note taking,
test taking, test prep, managing test stress and anxiety,
learning strategies to stay organized, improving
memorization techniques, and collaborative learning.
While any academic topic can be discussed in a
session, some of the main areas of interest are:

Time management and procrastination
Reading, studying, and note-taking
Classroom and test stress/anxiety



Counseling
Services
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The Counseling Services at Stetson can help with
managing stress, trauma, and mental health.
Counseling is free at Stetson, and there is no limit on
how often a counselor can be seen. The Counseling
Services also provide emergency services for those
who need help immediately.
